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obligatory that the authors provides it in the References. 

In accordance with international publishing standards, the recommended number of sources 
in the References should be at least 20, of which at least 30% should be foreign sources. The number of 
links to the author’s works should not exceed 10% of the total number of references given in the list. 
A reference to the bibliographic source in the body of the article is given in parentheses indicating 
the author’s surname and the year of publication. It is possible to make reference to multiple sources 
from the list, which should be separated by a semicolon (for example: (Ivanov, 2020), (Ivanov, 2020; 
Petrov, 2018), etc.).

Articles that do not have the complete package of accompanying documents and articles that do not 
conform to the editor’s requirements are not accepted.
